If you are a new Independence resident or did not
vote in the last election, you can pre-register to vote
now! If you are not yet 18 but will be 18 years old
on Election Day, you may now also pre-register to
vote. Being pre-registered speeds up Election Day
by having your name on the roster of registered
voters when you go to vote.
